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The 2003-04 Wisconsin legislature has been sworn
in.  There is much talk of a “new day.”  Neverthe-
less, 114 of the 132 lawmakers are returning from
last session.  Republicans hold majorities in both
houses—a relative rarity over the past 30 years.

After several years of adverse publicity comment-
ing on its leadership, partisan differences and fiscal
decision-making, the Wisconsin legislature has a
crack at a fresh start in 2003.

Party control has shifted in the upper house.  All
four legislative leadership positions are filled by new
faces.  And legislators and the new governor are talk-
ing about increased cooperation and a renewed tone
of civility.

If there is change, however, it will not be in per-
sonnel.  The lawmakers elected to serve during the
new two-year session are largely those who served
during 2001-02.

Of the 99 representatives to the assembly who
took the oath of office on January 6, 2003, 84 served
during the prior session.  Only three incumbents
were defeated; the other 12 new members fill seats

In your recent edition of TAXES ‘03, make the following changes:

On page 26, in the first and third paragraphs under Employed, change
$89,700 to $87,000.

On page 29, correct the second paragraph under Gift Tax to read:
–The first $10,000 $11,000 gifted during a calendar year

(because a spouse can also give $10,000 $11,000, $20,000
$22,000 can be given each year to a third party without being
taxable).

On page 30, in the first paragraph under Filing a Gift or  Estate Tax
Return, change $10,000 to $11,000.  o
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left open due to redistricting or incumbents’
retiring.

In the senate, 27 of 33 members are veter-
ans of the upper house; and another three
have moved up from the assembly.  Senators
enjoy four-year terms; so 16 members are
“holdovers” who did not face election last
November.  Of the remaining 17, 11 were
reelected.  Of the six new senators, three de-
feated incumbents and three won open seats.

Party composition in the assembly has
changed little in recent years.  Republicans have
controlled the lower house since 1995 and cur-
rently hold 58 seats to the Democrats’ 41.

Party control of the senate has been nar-
rower and more volatile, although Democrats
held slim majorities in the 1997, 1999 and
2001 sessions.  Republicans hold an 18-15
majority in the new session—their first since
mid-1996.

Due to limited turnover in membership,
the average age in both houses is creeping
up:  51 in the senate and 49 in the assembly.

Currently, 25 senators hold bachelor’s or
associate degrees; of these, eight have ad-
vanced degrees.  Among those in the lower

house, 65 hold bachelor’s or associate de-
grees; of these, 32 have advanced degrees.

Of the legislators reporting a profession,
the leading one cited by both senators (13)
and representatives (39) is “full-time legis-
lator.”  In addition, three senators and eight
representatives practice law; and three sena-
tors and nine representatives farm.  Mentions
of other occupations are scattered.

One change from earlier decades is the
relative amount of local government experi-
ence among state legislators.  Comparing the
1963 and 2003 sessions, the figures for
county board service have dropped consid-
erably: from eight to four in the senate; and
from 30 to 19 in the assembly.  Municipal ex-
perience is also down in the senate (12 to 6),
but up slightly in the assembly (33 to 35).
As recently as 1993, only 22 representatives
reported service on a municipal board.

Another change in recent decades is the
number of military veterans serving in the
legislature.  Veterans were much more plen-
tiful in 1963 than 40 years later:  20 then vs.
4 now in the senate; 34 then vs. 13 now in
the assembly.

One trend in the other direction has been
the number of women legislators.  Forty years
ago, there were only two:  Esther Doughty
Luckhardt and Carolyn Blanchard, both as-
sembly Republicans.  In 2003, the total is
35 (eight senators and 27 representatives).
The number of women in the senate is down
from a high of 11 in 1999 and 2001.    How-
ever, the number in the assembly is the most
since 1993, when there were 29.  o
